A Spiritual Thought from the Editor 
 

The Final Gasp of Mark’s Gospel 
 

Biblical scholars have debated 
the ending of Mark’s Gospel 
since ancient times.  Many have 
argued that the something was 
lost. Perhaps the end of the 
scroll broke off and was never 
recovered.  Perhaps Mark was 
martyred before he finished it. 

According to the final chapter 
of Mark (16:1-8), when the 
three women went to the tomb of Jesus after the 
Sabbath, they discovered the stone rolled back and 
found a young man inside, clothed in a white robe, 
who told them that Jesus of Nazareth was not there; 
that he had been raised. The final two verses tell us 
what he instructed the women to do and how they 
responded: 

“… go and tell his disciples and Peter, ‘He is 
going before you to Galilee; there you will see 
him, as he told you.’” Then they went out and 
fled from the tomb, seized with trembling and 
bewilderment. They said nothing to anyone, for 
they were afraid. (Mk 16:7-8). 

They said nothing to anyone!  How can that be!? Is this 
the biggest incident of “dropping the ball in the history 
of the human race? 

The original gospel ends without telling us of any post 
resurrection appearances of Jesus; no commissioning 
of the apostles; no ascension. In the mid-16th century, 
the Council of Trent approved two alternate endings 
which are tacked onto Mark’s gospel after verse 8, to 
tie up the loose ends.  Since Mark was believed to be 
written before the other three, it is feasible to 
conclude that these endings were derived from one or 
more of the other gospels.  

Is there some purposeful intent to the original ending?  
This writer agrees with some scholars and believes the

original ending was meant to be it. It is both inspiring 
and very poetic. Throughout Mark, there is a 
consistent theme known as the “Messianic Secret.” 
To many that Jesus heals he says “See that you tell 
no one anything” (Mk 1:44). Mark tells of the 
reluctance of the Jewish leaders to believe he is more 
than just a man, “’Why does this man speak that 
way? He is blaspheming. Who but God alone can 
forgive sins?’” (Mk 2:7). Even his disciples, we are 
told by Mark, have no idea who he truly is, “They 
were filled with great awe and said to one another, 
“Who then is this whom even wind and sea 
obey?’” (Mk 4:41). Neither the Jewish leaders, nor 
the disciples, recognize that Jesus is the Messiah. The 
Messianic Secret holds throughout the gospel  

Then in the beginning of chapter 16, Mark reveals 
that the stone was rolled back; the tomb is empty – 
or to put it another way, the secret is out! – 
poetically speaking. Why then does Mark tell us of 
the epic failure of the women who, “said nothing to 
anyone?” Understand that the gospels are just 
written records of oral transmissions of the stories 
told about Jesus. Imagine yourself as part of a group 
of people having just listened to this story told that 
these women failed to do the job they were 
assigned.? What would you do?  What do you feel 
that you should do? Perhaps we should do what the 
women failed to do and tell of the good news of the 
risen Christ. The word must be spread because 
“Whoever has ears to hear ought to hear.” (Mk 4:9). 
Remember that Jesus told parables so we could place 
ourselves inside the stories. Do not just listen and be 
entertained with the gospel – go out, with courage, 
and tell to trust in Jesus and have hope.
